language.
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Discourse Analysis and Application in TEFL
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A study of theories of and approaches to spoken as well as written discourse analysis focusing on
micro-linguistic features, discourse genres and pragmatic issues for a thorough understanding of the

interrelation between linguistic, social and cultural aspects of language use; an application of the insights from

the discourse analysis towards the advancement of the teaching English as a foreign language profession.
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Seminar in TEFL
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An exploration of current knowledge about English as a foreign language education with an

emphasis on the relevant theories, research outcomes, and practical teaching application; a completion of a

scholarly paper for conference presentation and/or publication.
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TEFL Practicum
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An in-depth literature review on one of the English teaching skills of interest, i.e., listening,
speaking, reading or writing; an observation and supervised application and teaching practice in actual
classroom settings of the focused teaching skills in order to explore the relevant issues, constraints as well
as effectiveness of the observed teaching methods and to propose useful insights for the teaching and
learning activities; a discussion with the project advisor; a composition of the practicum report and a

conduct of a presentation.

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English in Business Communication
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A study of communication theory and various aspects of communication in the modern world;

exploration of usual practices of English language in business world.
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Multi-cultural Communication in Business
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Exploring roles of language in multi-cultural contexts; particular focus is placed on business and
inter-cultural communication; discussion of skills and theories of cross-cultural communication and
etiquette necessary for success in working in an international business settings in order to prevent

communication breakdown.
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Translation in Business Contexts
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An introductory course in translation; exploring a variety of text translation in business genres

(Thai and English); study of grammar, vocabulary, and styles in business discourse and texts.
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English language in Mass Media Communication
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A study of English language used in contemporary media in relevant business circles; exploring
the roles and power of modern media on business; analysis of English in the world’s changing contexts;

particular focus is placed on advertisement and public relations.
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English for Professionals
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A course on the English language skills needed to perform in a variety of work situations and

office functions, including job interviews, using telephones, appraisals, and meetings.
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English for Business Negotiation
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A survey and a study of English language patterns commonly used for persuasive purposes in

various situation, as observed in negotiation, discussion, anc business correspondence; practice in selecting

appropriate language and genres, and exploring etiquettes needed in business norms.
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Public Speaking Skills for Professionals
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A course focusing on the appropriate oral presentations in a variety of academic and professional

contexts: conference presentations, social function speeches and thesis/research proposals.
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Translation of Audio-Visual Media Materials
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Practicing the analysis of audio-visual media materials namely movie commentaries, songs and

cartoons; translation processes for subtitling and dubbing; practice in assessing and editing translated texts.
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Seminar on Business English for Communication and Practices
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Seminar in contemporary theories and techniques of good business communication; discussion on

strategies for communication in English; exploring approaches to solving business communication

problems.
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Fieldwork on English Business and Service Industry
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A course with hands-on experience in the areas where English is employed for investigation of
issues related to communication and interaction in business and service industry; fieldwork leading to

project of personal interest under close supervision.
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Thesis
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A study of a specific topic under the guidance of the supervisor together with a thesis committee,
with an emphasis on independent research; requiring original arguments about the researched topic that

contributes to the field of either teaching or business professions.
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Independent Study
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A study of a specific topic in English under the guidance of an academic supervisor, with an
emphasis on independent research, on scholarly literature survey and evaluation of the state of knowledge

about a particular topic.
